	 What are we doing?

This past month we have been busy proclaiming the Gospel to thousands of people 
through something as small as a chicken plate. Where has a chicken leg ¼, beans, slaw, 
roll and cookie found themselves this past month?

-The following week we had the opportunity to host and serve the end of year banquet for 
the West Iredell Baseball team. 
-May 16th we served our local law enforcement 400 plates of chicken and cooked chicken 
for the Lake Norman FFA Banquet. 
-May 24th we found ourselves in Wilkes County feeding a local farm league baseball 
team. 
-May 29th we will have over 100 teachers/law enforcement stopping in at our church to 
pick up a free plate of chicken. It’s our way of once again showing them appreciation but 
also inviting them to our church. 

We will also kick June off with an event where we will be in our Jerusalem handing out 
400 free plates of chicken. 
With all that said, it’s amazing how doors were opened during each of these events/out-
reaches to share and proclaim the Good News of Jesus 
Christ. By the time this month is over we possibly could 
have the opportunity to share with over 5,000 people, all 
through a plate of chicken.
